Open Position-Special Events Chair

FOCD will hold an orientation at the beginning of the school year to advise room parents of the year events that are held.
President Elect- the board would like to implement a person during the 2nd year term to shadow the current president through out the next year.  This will make certain that he/she can take over the position at the end of the current president’s term. This needs to be changed in the bylaws.

Family Fun Night- 230 attended this event and fun was had by all. 
Book Sale- was headed up by Jennifer Williams with many volunteers. The sale raised $500.00 to be used to remodel the teachers lounge. Teachers lounge will be remodeled over the summer. Volunteers are needed for various projects with the teachers lounge, painting, sewing, etc.
Bylaw review-a meeting will be set over the summer to review the FOCD bylaws.
Family Fun night event to be held for the General Meeting at the beginning of the school year. Possibly holding the event at a church hall located near the school in case the weather is bad.  A spaghetti dinner with children’s games to keep the kids entertained during the meeting. Also, having all the events that FOCD hold to be represented at this event with volunteer sign up sheets.
Budget: Classroom enrichment-$250.00 each room with specials getting $100.00 each. These funds will be deposited over the summer.

Teacher appreciation Weekcost-$661.00, catered lunch was donated

Donuts with Dad-$364.69 cost for 2009 school year

Directories-$525.65 cost for 2009/2010 school year

*Sign Language is a class for 2-6 year old and needs to be included in the 2010/2011 classroom enrichment fund.
Discussion- As a way to raise money for the scholarship fund FOCD would like to add an alumni section on the FOCD website. The website will have an area where alumni can donate to the scholarship fund. Possibly holding an alumni event over the summer. Ted Vreeland to add the alumni section onto website and help getting it organized.  Mrs. Metka is holding an alumni swim meet over the summer.

For the beginning of the 2010 school year setting up a list of ways for parents to volunteer and get involved with the school and board. Including PSTA information in the parent’s school package explaining what the PSTA is and ways to be involved. At the classroom orientation(s) have a PSTA rep to explain all that the school and FOCD does throughout the year.  Also letting parents know at this time open positions on the board and volunteer opportunities. Mailing directories that also have the FOCD information in them.

Classroom Representatives-having 2 reps per classroom that will also call parents at the beginning of the school year. These reps would give parents information about the board along with ways to volunteer. These reps would also help parents with any tasks or questions they may have with the school. 
PSTA will work with the school for the back to school orientation. There will be 2 orientations, one for Primary’s and another for grades 1-8.
